Helping Southwestern Pennsylvania Get to Work

Beginning in the late 1990s, these organizations founded and led the Access-to-
Work Task Force, which became known for initiatives that are innovative,
practical and effective. The Task Force secured the regions rst federal
competitive grant from the Federal Transit Administration s Job Access and
Reverse Commute (JARC) program, and, with the help of committed state and
local leaders, obtained the required matching funds.

As studies showed that the new initiatives created with those funds enhanced
worker access and productivity, the Task Force secured additional JARC and
matching funds that total nearly $50,000,000 funding the region would not
otherwise have seen. The new Access-to-Work Interagency Cooperative,

ATWIC, represents a formalization of the Task Force s efforts, and continues
to coordinate with the Task Force s dozens of member organizations.
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Southwestern Pennsylvania has a new transportation planning and
consulting team—and to date its members have attracted nearly

$50,000,000 in federal Job Access and Reverse Commute (JARC)
funding and matches to the region.
