











2035 Transportation and Development Plan for Southwestern Pennsylvania

Public Transit - Passenger transportation services, usually local in scope, that is available to any
person who pays a prescribed fare. It operates on established schedules along designated routes
or lines with specific stops and is designed to move relatively large numbers of people at one
time.

RACP - Redevelopment Assistance Capital Program; grant program offered by the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to not-for-profit entities for qualifying economic development
projects with cultural, historic or civic significance.

Reclaimed Stripping Areas — Land that was once strip-mined for coal, ore, stone, gravel, or
other aggregates or resources, and has been restored to original contour, use, or condition

Reinforcement - Adding strength or bearing capacity to a structural member. Examples include
the placing of metal rebar into forms before pouring concrete, or attaching gusset plates at the
intersection of multiple members of a truss.

REMI - Regional Economic Models, Inc.

Rural - Sparsely settled places away from the influence of large cities; of or relating to the
country, country people or life, or agriculture

Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act — A Legacy for Users
(SAFETEA-LU) - Passed in 2005, this act reauthorizes federal surface transportation programs
through the end of FY2009. SAFETEA-LU is the successor to TEA-21.

Sanitary Sewer Overflow (SSO) - Overflow of a system designed to assure proper disposal and
treatment of sewage.

Skew - When the superstructure is not perpendicular to the substructure, a skew angle is created.
The skew angle is the acute angle between the alignment of the superstructure and the alignment
of the substructure.

Sources - Refers to the origin of air contaminants. Can be point (coming from a defined site) or
non-point (coming from many diffuse sources). Stationary sources include relatively large, fixed
facilities such as power plants, chemical process industries, and petroleum refineries. Area
sources are small, stationary, non-transportation sources that collectively contribute to air
pollution, and include such sources as dry cleaners and bakeries, surface coating operations,
home furnaces, and crop burning. Mobile sources include on-road vehicles such as cars, trucks,
and buses; and off-road sources such as trains, ships, airplanes, boats, lawnmowers, and
construction equipment.

Span - The horizontal space between two supports of a structure. Also refers to the structure
itself. May be used as a noun or a verb. The clear span is the space between the inside surfaces
of piers or other vertical supports. The effective span is the distance between the centers of two
supports.
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Special Federal Funds (SXF) - The term used for earmarks or line-item appropriations by
which Congress designates federal funds for specified transportation projects.

State Implementation Plan (SIP) - Produced by the state environmental agency, not the MPO.
A plan mandated by the CAA that contains procedures to monitor, control, maintain, and enforce
compliance with the NAAQS. Must be taken into account in the transportation planning process.

State Transportation Commission (STC) - The committee responsible under state law for
adopting the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP).

State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) - A staged, multi-year, statewide,
intermodal program of transportation projects, consistent with the statewide transportation plan
and planning processes as well as metropolitan plans, TIPs, and processes.

Statewide Transportation Plan - The official statewide intermodal transportation plan that is
developed through the statewide transportation planning process.

Stationary Source - Relatively large, fixed sources of emissions (i.e., power plants, chemical
process industries, petroleum refining and petrochemical operations, or wood processing).

Structurally Deficient Bridge — A bridge with deteriorated condition and reduced load-carrying
capacity.

Suburban — Commonly defined as residential areas on the outskirts of a city or large town; an
outlying part of a city or town; a smaller community adjacent to or within commuting distance of
a city

Substructure - The portion of a bridge structure including abutments and piers which supports
the superstructure.

Superstructure - The portion of a bridge structure which carries the traffic load and passes that
load to the substructure.

Surface Transportation Program (STP) - Federal-aid highway funding program that funds a
broad range of surface transportation capital needs, including many roads, transit, sea and airport
access, vanpool, bike, and pedestrian facilities.

Syncline - A configuration of folded, stratified rocks in which rocks dip downward from
opposite directions to come together in a trough.

TAZ - Traffic Analysis Zone; unit of geography most commonly used in conventional
transportation planning models.

Telecommuting - Communicating electronically (by telephone, computer, fax, etc.) with an
office, either from home or from another site, instead of traveling to it physically.
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Title VI - Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964. Prohibits discrimination in any program
receiving federal assistance.

Toll Facility — A road, bridge or tunnel for which travelers pay a specified toll for a particular
class of vehicle to travel on, over, or through, respectively, the transportation facility.

Town center - Traditionally associated with shopping or retail the town center is the center of
communications with major public transport hubs and often includes public buildings including
town halls, museums and libraries.

Transit Operators Committee (TOC) - The SPC standing committee, comprised primarily of
the region’s transit operators that is responsible for developing the region’s transit plan and the
transit component of the Transportation Improvement Program.

Transit-Oriented Development (TOD) - A term used to describe land-use approaches
(primarily compact, mixed-use communities) that help to enhance transit usage in those centers.

Transit Revitalization Investment District (TRID) - A TRID is an area (1/8 mile to %2 mile)
around a major transit facility (formalized through zoning approval) in which the real estate tax
increment from new development occurring within the TRID is shared among partners -
typically the municipality, transit agency, school district and county — to make public
improvements within the TRID. Public funding for a TRID is utilized for community
infrastructure improvements including transit facilities, roadways, sidewalks, water, sewage, etc.
The development within a TRID is transit oriented in nature (TOD) and should be mixed use,
walkable, bikeable, etc. Some people refer to TRID as a “TIF for transit.”

Transportation Conformity - Process to assess the compliance of any transportation plan,
program, or project with air quality implementation plans. The conformity process is defined by
the Clean Air Act.

Transportation Control Measures (TCM) - Transportation strategies that affect traffic patterns
or reduce vehicle use to reduce air pollutant emissions. These may include HOV lanes, provision
of bicycle facilities, ridesharing, telecommuting, etc. Such actions may be included in a SIP if
needed to demonstrate attainment of the NAAQS.

Transportation Demand Management (TDM) - Programs designed to reduce demand for
transportation through various means, such as the use of transit and of alternative work hours.

Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21) - Transportation Equity Act for the
21st Century (TEA-21) Authorized in 1998, TEA-21 authorized federal funding for
transportation investment for fiscal 1998-2003. Approximately $217 billion in funding was
authorized, the largest amount in history, which is used for highway, transit, and other surface
transportation programs.
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Transportation Improvement Program (TIP): A short range program that identifies the
region’s highest priority transportation projects, develops a multi-year program of
implementation, and identifies available federal and non-federal funding for the identified
projects. The TIP covers a four-year period of investment and is updated every two years through
a cooperative effort of local, state and federal agencies, including participation by the general
public and consultation with interested parties. Transportation projects included on the TIP are to
be consistent with the regional plan.

Transportation Infrastructure Finance and Innovation Act of 1998 (TIFIA) - A federal
credit program under which the DOT may provide three forms of credit assistance - secured
(direct) loans, loan guarantees, and standby lines of credit - for surface transportation projects of
national or regional significance. The fundamental goal is to leverage federal funds by attracting
substantial private and non-federal co-investment in critical improvements to the nation's surface
transportation system.

Transportation Management Area (TMA) - All urbanized areas over 200,000 in population,
and any other area that requests such designation.

Transportation Technical Committee (TTC) - The SPC standing committee involved with
making recommendations for SPC’s transportation plans and with implementing projects
included in those plans.

Truss - A structural form which is used in the same way as a beam, but because it is made of an
web-like assembly of smaller members it can be made longer, deeper, and therefore, stronger
than a beam or girder while being lighter than a beam of similar dimensions.

Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP) - The management plan for the (metropolitan)
planning program. Its purpose is to coordinate the planning activities of all participants in the
planning process.

Urbanized Area - Area that contains a city of 50,000 or more population plus incorporated
surrounding areas meeting size or density criteria as defined by the U.S. Census.

United States Department of Transportation (USDOT) - The principal direct Federal funding
agency for transportation facilities and programs. Includes the Federal Highway Administration
(FHWA), the Federal Transit Administration (FTA), the Federal Railroad Administration (FRA),
the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA), and others.

Urban - An area with an increased density of human-created structures in comparison to the
areas surrounding it ; of, relating to, characteristic of, or constituting a city

Viaduct - A long, multi-span structure, especially one constructed of concrete. More commonly
used in relation to structures carrying motor vehicles. Trestle is the term for a similar structure
when used in relation to railroads.
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Waynesburg Hills Section — A physiographic section in southwestern Pennsylvania, that is very
hilly with narrow hilltops and steep-sloped, narrow valleys, some of which is very susceptible to
landslides.

Wing Walls - Extensions of a retaining wall as part of an abutment; used to contain the fill of an
approach embankment
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Appendix G: 2035 Plan Amendment, January 2008

On January 28, 2008, the Southwestern Pennsylvania Commission amended the 2035
Transportation and Development Plan for Southwestern Pennsylvania to move two Pennsylvania
Turnpike Commission projects, the Southern Beltway, US 22 to I-79 and the Mon-Fayette
Expressway, Uniontown to Brownsville, Phase 2, from the list of Illustrative Projects to the list
of fiscally constrained projects. In the same amendment action, $41 million in funding for
improvements to State Route 21, Section J10, Thompsons Crossroads to US 119 was moved
from Stage 3 of the Long Range Plan to Stage 2 of the Plan. To maintain fiscal constraint, $41
million was removed from Stage 2 of the Masontown Bridge, Section A10 project, and was
added to Stage 3 of the Plan.

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Appendix H. Amendment to the 2035 Transportation and Development Plan for
Southwestern Pennsylvania (2035 Plan) to Reflect Project Phasing and Cost Information
Included in the 2009-2012 Transportation Improvement Program

On June 30, 2008 the Southwestern Pennsylvania Commission approved an amendment of the
SPC 2035 Transportation and Development Plan for Southwestern Pennsylvania. The amended
Plan reflects updated costs and schedules for projects included in the SPC 2009-2012
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for Southwestern Pennsylvania. No new projects
are being added to the 2035 Plan and no changes have been made that are not a result of changes
in the TIP Update.

The 2009-2012 TIP includes project costs that will result in changes to the costs and/or timing of
some projects. As projects are advanced (moved onto the TIP from the Long Range Plan) or
delayed (moved from the TIP to the Long Range Plan), an amendment to the 2035 Plan is
required. The project costs and schedules identified in the 2009-2012 TIP, therefore, must also
be reflected in the 2035 Plan.

This 2035 Plan amendment was included in the public participation and comment period for the
Draft 2009-2012 TIP, and all comments received on that proposed amendment are included in
the June 2008 Public Participation Report, which is available on SPC’s website at
www.spcregion.org or by calling (412) 391-5590.

Updates to the 2035 Plan document to include replace Figures 6.9, 6.10, 6.11, and 6.12 on pages
6-31 through 6-34 with the attached tables.

The amendments will maintain overall Long Range Plan fiscal constraint and will not alter the
finding of conformity between the 2035 Plan and the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990.

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Appendix I. Amendment to the 2035 Transportation and Development Plan for
Southwestern Pennsylvania (2035 Plan) for the Brighton Road Extension Project (City of
Pittsburgh, North Shore).

On January 26, 2009 the Southwestern Pennsylvania Commission approved an amendment of
the SPC 2035 Transportation and Development Plan for Southwestern Pennsylvania. The City of
Pittsburgh's Sports and Exhibition Authority (SEA) requested that SPC amend the 2035 Plan and
2009-2012 TIP to move funding from Phase Two of the Plan for the Brighton Road Extension to
Stage One of the Plan (the TIP period 2009-2012) for funding on the TIP in 2009. This
amendment will allow the SEA to proceed with construction of this project in the Spring of
2009.

This 2035 Plan amendment was included in a public comment period held from December 17,
2008 through January 21, 2009 on the proposed amendment to the 2035 Transportation and
Development Plan for Southwestern Pennsylvania, the 2009-2012 Transportation Improvement
Program (TIP) and Air Quality Conformity Assessment for the Brighton Road Extension Project
(City of Pittsburgh, North Shore). A public meeting was held as part of the public comment
period on January 13, 2009. Public comments received and staff responses, as well as
information related to this amendment are included in this Appendix.

The amendment will maintain overall Long Range Plan fiscal constraint and will not alter the
finding of conformity between the 2035 Plan and the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990.

A RESOLUTION OF THE SOUTHWESTERN PENNSYLVANIA COMMISSION to amend the 2035
Transportation and Development Plan for Southwestern Pennsylvania (2035 Plan) and the 2009-2012 Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP).

WHEREAS, Federal transportation law (Section 134 of Title 23 U.S.C. and Section 5303 of Title 49 U.S.C.) and
metropolitan transportation planning regulations (Part 450.220 of Title 23 C.F.R.) continue the requirements
established in earlier legislation that Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) conduct a comprehensive
transportation planning process and develop and maintain a Long-Range Transportation Plan and Transportation
Improvement Program that conform with various Federal requirements; and

WHEREAS, the City of Pittsburgh’s Sports and Exhibition Authority has proposed the following revisions to the
TIP and the 2035 Plan:
e  Move funding for the Brighton Road Extension project (a new road connecting West General
Robinson Street and North Shore Drive) from Stage Two of the 2035 Plan to Stage One of the 2035
Plan (thereby adding the project to the 2009-2012 TIP for funding in FY 2009) at a total cost of
$1,800,000 ($730,078 federal SAFETEA-LU earmark; $1,069,922 non-federal funds committed by the
Sports and Exhibition Authority); and

WHEREAS, the proposed TIP and Plan amendments will maintain overall Plan and TIP fiscal balance and will not
interfere with the implementation of any projects, commitments, or requirements of applicable State Implementation Plans
(SIPs); and

WHEREAS, SPC has conducted qualitative and quantitative analysis consistent with the applicable criteria and
procedures of the Clean Air Act (as amended) and the Transportation Conformity Rule, and has demonstrated that
the amended 2035 Plan and 2009-2012 TIP conform with the Clean Air Act; and

WHEREAS, the proposed amendments and the results of the conformity analysis were made available for public
review and comment consistent with SPC’s established public review procedures from December 17, 2008 through
January 21, 2009 including a public meeting held on January 13; and

WHEREAS, documentation of the public review and comment period, public comments received on the conformity
analysis and the proposed Plan and TIP amendments, and responses to comments have been compiled and presented to the
Commission; and

WHEREAS, the proposed amendments have been reviewed by the Transportation Technical Committee and
recommended for approval in accordance with SPC’s approved Plan and TIP amendment policies.

WHEREAS, the finding of conformity with the Clean Air Act for the amended TIP and 2035 Plan is made in SPC
Resolution 1-09.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Southwestern Pennsylvania Commission approves the request made
by the City of Pittsburgh’s Sports and Exhibition Authority to amend the 2035 Plan and the 2009-2012 TIP.

Regarding the subject project, | would like to propose that the new roadway and its
intersections be reviewed with respect to how they will accommodate, and indeed, attract
bicycle and pedestrian traffic. The sports and entertainment complex is not only a destination;
it is also a gateway to the park and trail system along the Three Rivers. It can, and should, draw
users from the nearby neighborhoods via safe walkways and cycling routes.

Stadium development has resulted in barriers to safe movement of pedestrians and cyclists in
and out of this area as a result of multi-lane roadways, with heavy, fast traffic, and traffic
control signals that do not recognize bicycles. This project, along with the Casino project, and
the new subway terminal will greatly increase the volume of all modes of traffic in the area. It
is time to not just tolerate, but to entice patrons to travel to the area as pedestrians and cyclists
as a way to improve the quality of the experience.

Please put a high priority on safely accommodating non-motorized traffic terminating at the
new entertainment area and passing through to the adjacent park and trail and the city beyond.

Traffic-calming measures

The U.S. EPAis in the process of establishing a new standards for ozone. It appears that if our
region does not reduce the ozone levels by 2010, our region is in danger of being reclassified
from moderate non-attainment to serious non-attainment. There are dire consequences should
this happen. SPC's conformity document does nothing to reduce the pollutants that create
smog. Rather it maintains a status quo. The Sierra Club would like to see changes to the
document that would anticipate the new EPA rule. This may also mean a change to the region's
long range plan and TIP. Not being a modeler, it would be impossible to suggest what changes
would be needed. But, change is needed as soon as possible.

SPC RESPONSE:

The conformity assessment for the proposed TIP/Plan amendment did follow the established
conformity process for the currently defined non-attainment areas. There is no conformity
process in place at this time for addressing the new 8 hour ozone standard, nor have the new 8
hour Ozone non-attainment areas been defined by the EPA. Emission budgets have yet to be
established by EPA for the new standard. SPC’s current analysis does show significant reduction
in VOC and NOx emissions through 2035.
