* Note that the after travel times account for an average construction delay of 1.1 minutes and an average PM Peak delay of nearly 2.0 minutes
due to the construction zone near Camp Horne Road.

Prior to the SINC Project, motorists typically experienced severe congestion and delay along SR 65
near the Sewickley Bridge due to the uncoordinated traffic patterns. This project coordinated the
traffic patterns through Sewickley which significantly enhanced progression along SR 65 and reduced
queuing on the Sewickley Bridge.

City Manager Jeffrey A. Driscoll Sr. wrote to
city Administrator Dennis Pittman.

That memo was read into the record at
Wednesday’s city council meeting.

“The Port Authority of Allegheny County
has indicated to us that we can use their ter-
minal located at Lysle Boulevard at Sinclair
Street,” Driscoll wrote. “We would need to be

on site for about eight days total.”

The terminal sdll is used for park-and-ride
services by Port Authority. Tt also formerly was
a stop for Amtrak service from Washington,
D.C., to Pittsburgh and Chicago and the old
PATrain linking McKeesport and Pittsburgh.

Mayor James Brewster said Greyhound has
offered to pay for police services that would be
required during their stay.

Brewster said the city is sending “upwards
of 20” police officers to work with police from
other cities in Pittsburgh. He told city council

McKeesport traffic lights go ‘green’

McKeesport is continuing its effort to replace
itdated, energy-draining traffic signals with
wironmentally friendly LED technology.
In June 2008, the city installed its first light-
nitting diode bulbs in the signal at Lysle
sulevard and Walnut Street. Over the last
ar, that project extended to 13 intersections
ywn the boulevard, and today crews are work-
g on the Walnut Street corridor.
“This is part of the going green technology,”
cKeesport Mayor James Brewster said.
Not onlv will the bulb renlacement nraisct

have a positive impact on the environment, the
mayor said, it will ease budgetary strains on the
city.

While there is an initial cost associated with
the lights’ installation — the $8,000 Lysle
project was funded with a 50 percent match-
ing grant by the Southwestern Pennsylvania
Commission — city officials said the money
comes back to the city in a flash.

“I want to compliment City Electrician Tom
Rosso for his leadership in this program,”
Brewster said. “Just having the lights redone
will save us $20,000 a vear.”

Rosso offered the example of the Evans

Avenue and Lysle Boulevard
intersection. With a traditional
bulb, the city paid 8347 per
month to operate the traffic
signal there. With the LED
bulb, the city pays $40 per
month.

With SPC’s matching funds,
the city’s payback on the proj-
ect is realized within nine
months. '

“The city of McKeesport
would like to thank the SPC
for their dedication in helpin
the city to save money through
energy costs and increasing
safety,” Rosso said. “Not only
does the LED use less energy,
but the visibility of the signal
for motorists is enhanced.”

Rosso said the city is working
with SPC to learn about other
programs to enhance traffic
management in McKeesport’s
maior corridors.
