® Improves safety since vehicles
stop less often, which reduces
the probability for rear-end
crashes

A new local controller, a spread spectrum
radio system and an ethernet unit were
added to the intersection of US 19 at Thorn
Hill Road. This traffic signal coordination
equipment helped to bring this intersection
“online” with the rest of the US 19
intersections. Also, new lagging phasing
was implemented at many intersections.
